On March 11, 2012, there was a special violin concert in the city of Rikuzentakata. The violins -
used at the concert were very special to everyone there. They were made by Nakazawa Muneyuki, 2
a famous violin maker. After the big earthquake hit eastern Japan in 2011, he wondered how to
help the people living there ( A ) a craftsperson. Then he made a violin from driftwood of the disaster.

Though it was not an easy work to make a violin from driftwood, Mr. Nakazawa created some s
beautiful violins. They have a gentle sound with the power to heal people. Millions of people have ¢
listened to that sound at concerts on TV not only in Japan, but also around the world. 7

He said, ‘I want our future generations to play the violins and I also want them to pass on the =
memories of the Earthquake.” 9
